· Should (at least) be 50% of he JS/Gp.`B’ i.e. 3032

· If 602 is the (undeniable) number of JS (leave reserve) posts since before 1980 (when total gazetted strength was less than 10000). The number of LR posts should be 764 (on 12687 gazetted strength as on 01.01.03)

· The number of cadre posts can not be 118 only (720-602) 

· The number of JS posts being taken in all calculations was 2842 (before 1990) by the Rly. Bd. (Taken as notional JS)
· The No. 720 has been arrived at taking into account only the career progression of Gp.`A’/direct recruits. Leaving for Gp.`B’. what ever is left balance No. consideration to career progression of Gp.`B’ officers.
· Does not confirm to pyramedical structure in Govt. Service cadre structure: According to which it should be more than 4000.

Conclusion

Give due consideration to all aspects – Gp.`A’ & Gp.`B’ and also the above mentioned facts. The number of posts in JS – cant not be less than 2000 in any way. Most logical it should be 3032 (50% of the total JS/Gp.`B’ cadre)

